Creating a Logo Using Photoshop


Photoshop can alter photographs, edit images, and create new images. We are going to create a logo in Photoshop to use for your final project website. It will consist of your name, along with a photo or a drawn image.

	1. Open Photoshop CS
2. Start a New file. The size should be 

· Width: 400 pixels 

· Height: 200 pixels

· Resolution: 72 pixels/inch 

(the resolution that works for the web
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	3. Choose the Text tool on the toolbar. 
4. Click on the area in your New window where you would like your name to go. Then, just start typing your name.

You will be able to change the position, size, color, etc., but first you should get an idea of what it looks like.

Select the text that you want to change, and then you can modify the font, font size, alignment, and color using the choices on the toolbar. 
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	5. We can add other images, draw items, and add them to our text – but first we need to look at the Layers window. If you cannot see it, go to Window->Layers and it will display
Think of the Layers as pieces of tracing paper. We can see through from the top to the bottom, unless there is something drawn there. The Background is the very bottom, and the uppermost layer is the top. The current Layer is shaded.

We cannot add anything except text to a text Layer (You can tell it is text because of the T). To add additional elements, we could either select the Background Layer, or create a New Layer.

6. To create a New Layer, go to the tiny arrow inside the Layers window, and choose New Layer. Click on OK.

You should now have another Layer called Layer 1. You can add elements to this Layer using the other tools on the toolbar.

If you want Layer 1 to be underneath your text, you would click right on the title (Layer 1) and drag the Layer to be between the text Layer and the Background Layer.
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
